JumpStart NYC includes: 


A 5-day intensive boot camp (July 12-16, 2010) at Levin to re-orient talent from financial companies to succeed in small company environments.  Participants will learn through presentations, simulations, and dialog about the entrepreneurial economy in New York, and the expectations of venture-financed firms. 


An option “Arts” track focusing on the Arts in New York City for those participants who are interested in joining New York City’s exciting Arts community


A 10-week action-learning project in a firm.  Projects are in a variety of industries including the arts, digital media, green technology, and other services.  


Regular mentoring, coaching, and networking


A 1-day “capstone” wrap-up session to help you make a successful transition.
